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Course Overview

Under a contract with the National Library Service for the Blind and Print Disabled, Library of Congress (NLS), the National Federation of the Blind offers a course in Mathematics (Nemeth Code) Braille Transcribing to teach students to transcribe print mathematics and science materials into Braille. Students receive a Library of Congress certificate in Nemeth Braille Transcribing upon successful completion of the course. There is no tuition charge. Necessary instruction materials are available for download and include An Introduction to Braille Mathematics Using UEB With Nemeth (and errata), and The Nemeth Code for Mathematics and Science Notation, 2022 Revision. 
Eligibility requirements

· United States citizenship or residency

· High school diploma or equivalent
· Knowledgeable in recommended Braille formats for textbooks and technical materials
Prerequisites

· Library of Congress certification in Literary Braille Transcribing for a minimum of six months (If the Literary Braille Transcribing certificate carries a date earlier than January 1, 2016, the student must also have achieved a Letter of Proficiency in Unified English Braille).
Equipment required

A computer using a direct input or software program, or a braillewriter.

How the course works

Instructional manuals are available for download, and exercises will be sent by the instructor when the student is enrolled. Instructional materials include An Introduction to Braille Mathematics Using UEB With Nemeth (and errata) and The Nemeth Code for Mathematics and Science Notation, 2022 Revision. 
An instructor will evaluate lessons. Telephone correspondence and consultation is available. Please call (410) 659-9314 extension 2510. 

When submitting exercises, a line length of 40 cells is to be used, regardless of method of production. Students are encouraged to submit their exercises on a regular basis (at least monthly) and may submit only one lesson at a time.
Certification Test 

Final certification tests are sent upon request from the NFB Jernigan Institute and are evaluated by the NFB Jernigan Institute. A letter from the student’s Library of Congress-certified mathematics Braille instructor, attesting that the student has successfully completed the course, must be received before a test will be sent. Candidates scoring 80 points or above will receive a Library of Congress certificate in Nemeth Transcribing.
